In classical form, the: Sharia differs from Western systems of law in two principal.
respects. In the first place, the scope of the Sharia is much wider,; since it regulates the
individual's relatmnsth not only with ngighbors and with the state, which is the Timit
of most other lepal Systenis, but also with God and with the individual’s
own conscience. The Sharia is concerned as much with ﬂthmal staﬁdards as with legal.
rules, mdlcanng not only what an individual is: entztied or boundto do.in law but also
what one-ought, in conscience, to doorto refrain from doing.

The second major distinction between the Sharia: and Western legal systems is a
consequence: of the Tslamic concept of the law as the expression: of the divine will.
With the demise of Prophet Muhammad (SAWY in 632, direct communication of ‘the
divine will to human beings ceased, and. the terms. of the divinerevelation were:
henceforth fixed and immutable. The overall image of the Sharia is thus one of
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unchanging continuity; an impression that generally holds true for some areas of the
law, such as ritual law.
