Afier addressing the proper subject matter of metaphysics, al-Farabi proceeds to establish
the distinction between the metaphysical science and the other theoretical sciences. Whereas
metaphysics investigates what is common to all beings, the other theoretical sciences—
physics (or natural science) and mathematics—investigate specific kinds of beings. Physics
investigates material beings. Mathematics investigates beings abstracted from matter by the
human imagination. Metaphysics, however, investigates absolute being and the One, two
notions that are equivalent in universality, This science also studies the contraries of being
and unity, namely, privation and multiplicity, His On the Aims of Aristotle’s Metaphysics
ends with a general presentation of the purpose of each book of Aristotle’s Metaphysics.
