In glorifving the position of a mother, Islam has not confined itself to advice.
injunctions and a series of verbal counsels, but as a legislator, it has also regarded the
command and prohibition by a mother as something obligatory to follow in some
cases.

For example when a case which is recommended by God comes across the
prohibition by a mother, children are advised o [ollow their mother's order. If an
ollspring wishes to observe a recommended last [or the sake of a spiritual reward or
undertake a religiously recommended trip, but his mother forbids i, 1t is incumbent
upon him te ebey his mother; and il he disobeys her in this respect. he docs not only
lail to get a spiritual reward, but his refusal 10 obey also means commilling a sin,

Another case, in which a mother’s order is respected even in comparison with
God’s command, is when an obligatory diving order comes across a mother’s
prohibition, on the condition that the action concerned does not fall within the
imperative and obligatory injunctions such as daily prayer. or the fast of the month of
Ramadhan.

PASSAGE 3:

One of the greatest disadvantages of interviews is the possibility that the interview
may be biased. First appearances are very important as they may influence how people
respond to one another. During the process of interaction, the interviewer and
interviewee may have expectations of one another. Interviewers, therefore have to
examine whether these expectations affect the data that are collected and whether one
can conirol these expectations. In the classic model, interviewers arce cxpecled 1o
neutrally record elicited information, however many qualitative researchers are critical
of the classic approach and argue that intervicwing should be as open a method as
possible involving a genuinge interplay between the researcher and intervicwee.
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The interviewer may have general expectations about what the respondent knows or
(eels about a particular situation. Thesc preconceived notions may alleet the quality of
the interview. Moreover, prompting, probing, and so on, require great skill. The
interviewer has to ensure that the usage of these techniques is accomplished in a way
that does not incline the interviewee towards a particular response.

'reconceived notions may also exist among interviewees. The interviewee may
have certain conceptions of the interviewer based on appearance and demeanour.
Overt, observable characteristics such as age, race. gender, ethnicity may be used by
an interviewee to construct an image of what the mterviewer is like. Other
characteristics such as dress, manner and general demeanour may be used 1o conlirm
or deny these assumplions. Depending on how scnsitive or personal the issuc being
discussed 15 1o the respondent, these preconceptions may influenee how honest the
respondent s during the inferview and what they decide to divulge or keep sceret,
Rescarch textbooks give differing advice on how (o dress lor interviewing., Some
suggest dressing to look like an interviewer so as to legitimate the role taken. Others
suggest dressing neutrally so as not to bias respondent’s answers, or dressing as
unobtrusively as possible so that the emphasis will be on the interview rather than the
interviewer's appearance. |'he interviewer needs to be receptive in assessing the extent
to which interaction during the interview may have been influenced by these factors
and acknowledge their potential impact when writing up the research.
