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1. During the nationalization of oil industry and the nationalist government of Musaddiq, the
clergy did play an active role in the challenge.
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2. The causes of uprising and revolutions in human societies are many, complex and multi-
dimensional.
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3. With the exception of few simple societies whose members are more or less equal, almost the
entire human population now lives in stratified societies.
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4. Moreover, in examining a society in a revolution, one should pay attention to the characteristics
of each of the classes and groups that comprise the society.
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5. Therefore, people will not revolt against a regime unless there are compelling reasons for them
to do so.
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6. There must exist a certain readiness among people to follow the groups that seek to overthrow

the political establishment.
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7. The major role of the clergy was the claim of restoring and defending the deals of the Iranian
society with its religious structure.
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8. The Bazaars and the religious establishment were the only social institutions that the regime

had not been able to co-opt.
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9. The conflict between the Shah and the clergy was based on their respective ideals of the Iranian

society.
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10. The crisis, instigated by the clergy, was an attempt to overthrow the monarchy and to end the

dependency on foreigners.
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11. Under the general amnesty of 1941, fifty-two leading members of the communist party were
released from prison.
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12. They soon reorganized the party in September of that year and renamed it Tudeh.
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13. Following military trials, a score of officers were executed and many others sentenced to long
prison terms.
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14. The National Front had an ideology of anti- authoritarian, with a strong nationalist
component.
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15. Some of these organizations were military in nature such as Sazman-i-Mojahedin-i Khalq, but

they were all opposed to western capitalism.
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16. The Twelvers believe that the infant son of the eleventh Imam went into occultation in the

ninth century.
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17. Such an interpreter would establish an Islamic government the basis for the appearance of
Imam Mehdi.

18. The martyrdom of Imam Hossein is regarded as an intercession with God regarding the
afterlife of the faithful.
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19. The movement fails to mobilize enough people to overcome and overwhelm the forces of
existing system.
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20. The Shi'ite Ulama are responsible for the religious rites and functions are properly conducted.
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21. Iran's historical experience before the revolution had repeatedly placed the Ulama and the

state in opposition to one another.
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22. The Ulama often resorted to Shi'ite doctrines and principles to justify their stands.
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23. Another factor distinguishing the Ulama from other evolutionary groups was the ready
acceptance to their revolutionary propaganda.
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24. Three fluid, overlapping, yet identifiable groups formed within the religious establishment.

25. The first group consisted of the scrupulously apolitical clergy.
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26. The shock of these disclosures spurred the majles to pass a bill.
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27. Iranian intelligentsia had variously advocated extreme nationalism.
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28. This movement could be distinguished from the previous Islamic movement as it reacted

mainly against dictatorship and despotism.

29. Another constitutional amendment called for a modification in an oath taking ceremony of

government officials.
