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PASSAGE 2:

Music was a bit late to the Romantic Period party. Historians argue over the start and
end dates of the Romantic Period. Some date it as the 19th century, while others place
it in the late 18th century. This is true for Romantic literature. Works like William
Blake's Songs of Innocence (1789) and Samuel Coleridge’s Kubla Khan (1797) are
considered examples of early Romantic poetry. The Romantic Era hit its stride in the
middle 1800s, encompassing all the arts and popular thought of the time.

The Romantic emphasis on individual self-expression grew out of the political
ideas of individualism born during the Age of Enlightenment. However, the Romantics
rejected that age’s emphasis on logic and rationality. These ideas were as gonstraining
as the rules regarding Classical music forms. They also rebelled against the hallmarks
of the Industrial Revolution, such as mechanization, mass production, and urﬁénzzaﬂon
which were seen as contrary to their vision of an idealized, natural state of b@m a\‘ v

Austrian composer Joseph Haydn was one of the most important figures in the development
of the Classical style in music during the 18th century. He helped establish the forms and
stvles for the string quartet and the symphony.

Haydn’s father was a wheelwright, his mother, betore her marriage, a cook for the lords
of the village. Haydn early revealed unusual musical gifts, and a cousin who was a school
principal and a choirmaster in the nearby city of Hainburg oftered to take him into his home
and train him. Haydn, not yet six years old, left home, never to return to the parental cottage
except for rare, brief visits.

The young Haydn sang in the church choir, learned to play various instruments, and
obtained a good basic knowledge of music. His life changed decisively when hga"was cight
years old, when the musical director of St. Stephen’s Cathedral in Vlennacﬁmw‘te(% i*um to
serve as chorister at the Austrian capital’s most mmportant church.
