Visual saccadic suppression refers to the fact that visual sensitivity is reduced.
during saccades, so that the acquisition of visual information from the environment is-
restricted largely to fixations. The reduction in visual sensitivity during saecades
appears to be caused primarily by visual masking: the brief, smeared image present on.
the retina during a siaccade is masked by the clear, bright, long-duration fixations that
precede and follow it.

Central inhibitory mechdmxma appear to comtribute, however, because a sm&ii,
amount of visual suppression occurs even when a very faint stimulus is viewed in total
darkness. The magnitude of saccadic suppression varies with viewing conditions (such-
as ‘target and. background luminance) but under some circumstances subjects. are.
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completely unable to detect a stimulus presented briefly during a saccade. Because:of
saccadic. suppression, intake of -visual information -from the environment is Targely
restricted to periods of fime when the eyes are still.
