The method by which one selects and interprets evidence cannot be a value-free
exercise. This makes objective knowledge of a foreign legal system very difficuit.
Moreover, without proper reflection, concepts can be employed that do more to
reinforce perceptions of one’s own legal system than the one being observed or
studied. In spite of these difficulties, for the most part, orientalist scholarship has
distanced itselt from methodological self-questioning and has failed to interrogate

the type of knowledge it produces. Observations have been represented as
objective fact.

Noel Coulson is a case in point. He makes no mention of method, nor does he
critically reflect upon his reading and selection of material. Knowledge of the
