Most criminal behavior stems [rom unmet social, emotional, financial, psychiatric, or
developmental needs. You will Tikely conduct psychosocial assessments o identily the
underlying issues that brought a client to vour office and work with them to find the
resources necessary to meet those needs, A criminal justice social worker works with their
clients to resolve those issues through coping skills training, life skills development, case
management. and home visits.

You may also be charged with working with people impacted by a person's
incarceration. This can include assessing for abuse and neglect, coordinating out-of-home
placement and representing displaced children in court or coordinating adoption of inmates'
children by other family members. Additionally, vou might help connect clients who used
to depend on the now-incarcerated person's income with financial and basic needs
ICSOULCCs.

While bullving has long been a concemn in clementary, sceondary school, and college
enviromments, eyberbullying can be particularly damaging, as it allows bullics o intimidate,
humiliatc, and discmpower their viclims anvwhere, al any time ol day. Less than two
decades ago, belore the advent of social media and other advanced forms of communication
lcchnology, a child's home would typically be sale from the social pressurcs and
embarrassments of school, Such is no longer the case.

The "permanence” and visibility of the
internet, combined with the fact that cvber bullies may make harsher statements online than
in person because they do not have o Lace their vietims direetly, can make eyberbullying a
particularly hurtlul lorm ol harassment and humiliation.
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The anonyvmity that the internet allords cvber bullics can also incrcase cvber bullicd
individuals' feclings of Iear and helplessness. As Karin Storty, LCSW noted in her interview
with OnlineMSWPrograms.com, "|Cyberbullics] can use many tools, including compulers,
cell phones. and iPads.
