Acutely mastitic - mammary g clands are warm, swollen, and painful, and may
produce milk-that is abnormal in consistency or color. If mastitis becomes, septic, or
induce septicemia, the condition may be accompanied by signs of fever, anorexia,
depression, and lethargy. Direct economic costs associated with mastitis include
reduced milk yield and quality, increased veterinary costs, discarded milk (during the
course of treatment) ‘and somatic cell count penalties. Mastitis can be treated with both
intramammary and systemic antibiotics treatment. If mastitis is a-chronic problem in.

fish. Many problems and diseases happen when there is an exposure of the fish to a
stressful situation because of for example, transportation or even water quality issues.
A necessary issue that would be helpful is to acclimatize the fish as possible through
applying a proper method. Also in such cases it is suggested to provide a quarantine:
tank for the fish that come down with a tropical fish discase and so in this manner the
aquarium and also the main tank will be prevented from addmw chemicals. Try to.
deterinine the underlying problem before medicating.

Often times there are water quality issues that need to be remedied and also
providing : an aquarium test kit and ta!ﬂng the apprx}pﬁate measures to'correct the water
in‘the aquarium is necessary. At the time of administration of any type of medication
for the tropical fish, removing any carbon in the filtration system is obligatory.
Otherwise the carbon will remove the medication from the water, doing you no good.
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As a conclusion, determining the cause of the tropical fish disease is the first action.
Then ‘fix any obvious problems, diagnoese the exact disease of the fish by closely
observing the symptoms and finally an appropriate treatment should be carried out.
